Humboldt Redwoods State Park

includes the 10,000-acre Rockefeller Forest, where several of the world’s ten tallest trees can be found. Easily accessed
on the Avenue of the Giants, the park Visitor Center near Weott includes displays of nature, wildlife and local history.
