These stone walls were built by Constantine the Great to protect Constantinople, what is now known as Istanbul, from
attack by land and sea. The walls largely remained intact until sections began to be dismantled in the 19th century, as

the city outgrew its medieval boundaries. Many parts of the walls survived and are still standing today.



Sultanahmet Square

The Sultanahmet Square is the old historic quarter of Istanbul and here you will find some of the most significant
historic monuments of Istanbul. Facing the Blue Mosque at the opposite end of the square is the magnificent Hagia
Sophia. There’s not much left of this stadium, but significant monuments here include the Obelisk of Theodosius, the
Serpentine Column and the Column of Constantine. There’s also a pretty domed fountain commemorating the visit of

Kaiser Wilhelm Il to Istanbul in 1898.

Blue Mosque

Explore the Blue Mosque and its spectacular beauty! It has five main domes, six minarets and eight secondary domes. It

World Heritage Site to conserve and properly display Cappadocia’s best cave churches.

Devrent Valley

Look: it's a camel rock! Nicknamed 'Imagination Valley' locally, Devrent Valley's rock formations are some of the best
formed and most thickly clustered in Cappadocia. Most of the rosy rock cones are topped by flattish, darker stones of
harder rock that sheltered the cones from the rain until all the surrounding rock was eaten away. This process is known

to geologists as differential erosion but you can just call it kooky.

Heritage Site in 1988 with Hierapolis.

Hierapolis

The sacred Hierapolis of Phrygia is one of the antique cities of the Aegean! It was placed on the UNESCO World Heritage
List in 1988. One of the most important sights of Hierapolis Turkiye is an ancient theater that is located on the hillside.
The building is constructed of solid rock and the overall height of its steps is about one hundred meters. Fifty rows
separated by walkways on seven sectors are seats for spectators. After the completion of the constructions works, the
theater could accommodate about ten thousand people. Here you can also see the Hierapolis ruins of the Temple of

Apollo.

istiklal Caddesi

istiklal Caddesi in the historic Beyoglu (Pera) district in Istanbul, Turkey. It is one of the most famous avenues in the
city. It acquired its modern name after the declaration of the Republic on 29 October 1923, istiklal (Independence)
commemorating Turkey's triumph in its War of Independence.The street starts at the northern end of Galata (the
medieval Genoese quarter) at Tiinel Square and runs as far as Taksim Square.istiklal Avenue is flanked by late Ottoman
era buildings (mostly from the 19th and early 20th centuries) in a variety of styles including Neo-Classical, Neo-Gothic,

Renaissance Revival, Beaux-Arts, Art Nouveau and First Turkish National Architecture.

Dolmabahce Palace

The Dolmabahce Palace, built during the decline of the Ottoman Empire, is the largest palace building in Turkey and the
final glory of the Ottoman Empire. The palace architecture combines the architectural styles of Baroque, Rococo,
Neoclassicism and the Ottoman Empire. It has been meticulously carved from the inside to the outside, demonstrating

the majesty and luxury of the royal family. Therefore, it has become one of the most famous royal palaces in the world.

Grand Bazaar

With a history of more than five hundred years, Grand Bazaar is an important trade center of Istanbul and
Turkey.Though its contemporaries are now used as a museum, the Grand Bazaar continues to be a frequently visited
place for many people, still maintaining the importance of the first day. The Grand Bazaar has 22 gates, includes
bazaars where valuable goods are sold and workshops where production is continued. A great majority of these shops
are selling carpets, jewelry, leather products, touristic goods and textile products.The guild system and the Ahi
tradition, which were part of the Ottoman Empire's government system and controlled the opening of a defined
number of shops according to the needs, were applied in the Grand Bazaar during the Ottoman period.The roof
restoration and infrastructural repairs of the Grand Bazaar were started in 2016 with the contributions of Governor's
Office of Istanbul, Istanbul Metropolitan Municipality and Fatih Municipality, and the restoration of the Grand Bazaar
was completed after 603 working days.The Grand Bazaar is rushed by local and foreign tourists and a popular
destination for those who visit Istanbul, is visited by averagely 150 thousand people a day, and this figure may rise to

300 thousand in summer.



Egyptian Bazaar

Istanbul's Egyptian (Spice) Bazaar, at the southern end of the Galata Bridge near the Eminoni ferry docks, is filled with
the fragrance of the exotic East. Spices, dried fruits, cheeses, sausages, jams, nuts and seeds, lokum (Turkish Delight)

and other edibles fill most of the shops, though jewelry and other high-margin goods have begun to move in.

Galata Kulesi

The Galata Kulesi is a medieval Genoese tower in the Galata part of the Beyoglu district of Istanbul, Turkey. Built as a
watchtower at the highest point of the mostly demolished Walls of Galata. The tower is now an exhibition space and
museum, and a symbol of Beyoglu and Istanbul.In 1875, the tower's conical roof was destroyed during a storm. It
remained without this roof for the rest of the Ottoman period but, many years later, during restoration work between
1965 and 1967, the conical roof was reconstructed.At the same time the tower's wooden interior was replaced with a
concrete structure and it was opened to the public.In 2020 the Tower was splendidly restored then reopened as a
museum now open for the public and the many tourists visiting Istanbul.lt is mainly popular for the 360-degree view of

Istanbul visible from its observation deck.

Bosporus Strait

Bosporus Strait is an internationally well-known water strait! It is a significant waterway located in Northwestern

Turkiye. It is truly unique because it separates Anatolia from Thrace.
